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Water Supply Alternatives

Herb Dishlip reviewed each of the sources of supply presented in the discussion paper titled Water Resources Analysis that was distributed at the meeting.  He noted that it will likely be necessary to mix and match the available water supplies based on the specific parameters of the particular firming obligation.  For example, the state must meet the Southside Bank obligation; the state may or may not incur an obligation for Southside uses above the zone limitations; the state must meet the 15,000 acre foot GRIC obligation; and the parameters associated with the remaining 8,724 acre feet for other Indian settlements are unknown.

Larry Dozier cautioned that as sources are identified and examined it should be considered that they may also be included in the water budgets of other entities.  For example, losses in the SCIDD are calculated into other water budgets.  Paul Orme noted that it might be beneficial for the committee to survey Type II right holders regarding their willingness to sell.  He said that he had been approached in the past by Type II right holders looking to market those rights.  Mark Myers identified the State Land Department (SLD) as a potential entity to be considered.  Mr. Orme concurred and said that SLD has a variety of sources of water available to them, in addition to their CAP allocation.  Marv Cohen noted that all of these sources are actually taking water away from the “excess” pool and that the permutations are really to increase the AWBA’s priority.  He suggested that an alternative would be to change the legislative priority of the AWBA with regard to water stored for Indian firming.

Funding Alternatives

Sandy Fabritz reviewed the handouts distributed at the meeting.  Ms. Fabritz stated that a smaller group had met and discussed the funding issue and determined that utilization of the existing funding sources available to the AWBA was the most viable option.  The group then estimated the money that could be generated if those funding sources were increased in amount and/or extended.  The very rough estimate of the amount of money needed to fully meet the state’s Indian firming obligation was $60 million. 

Ken Seasholes asked if the group had considered the $1 per acre-foot recovery fee as a possible source of revenue.  Ms. Fabritz stated that they had not but could incorporate it into future discussions.
