Impact of ADWR Budget Cuts on the AWBA
AWBA is staffed through a cost of services with ADWR and CAWCD.  ADWR provides the majority of day to day administrative support while CAWCD provides the technical support to get the water delivered and stored.  In the past, the AWBA has reimbursed ADWR and CAWCD for this support from the interest collected on the various sub-accounts in the Arizona Water Banking Fund.  ADWR cost of service includes the actual AWBA staff plus several other administrative functions.  These functions include, but are not limited to payroll administration, purchasing, information technology support (AWBA web page), legal support, accounting support, and reproduction/mail support.  
If ADWR’s budget is substantially reduced it could affect ADWR’s ability to provide this support in a timely manner.  In addition to these functions, several ADWR core functions are required for the AWBA to meet its statutory and contractual obligations.  These functions include Annual Report review, maintaining long-term storage credit accounts, review of storage facility activities, calculation of Southside replenishment obligation, review and commenting on the AWBA’s Plan of Operation, and providing information on and analysis of Colorado River water uses including projected future shortages.  If budget cuts reduce the ability of ADWR to perform these basic functions, then the ability of the AWBA to meet many of its statutory and contractual obligations could be put at risk.
